ST. JOHNS COUNTY HEALTH DEPARTMENT – UPCOMING FLU V ACCINATION CLINICS 

  
ST. AUGUSTINE, FLORIDA – For up-to-date information on the 2009 H1N1 Swine Flu as well 
as vaccine availability at the St. Johns County Health Department, residents can now call the 
“H1N1 Flu Information Call Center” at 904-825-5055 from 8am to 5pm, Monday through Friday.  
 
St. Johns County Health Department, in partnership with the St. Johns County School District, 
will be offering H1N1 Swine Flu vaccinations and Seasonal Flu vaccinations to school aged 
children at centrally located school throughout the county on the following dates:  
 

·  Saturday, November 14 at Pedro Menendez High School 
·  Saturday, November 21 at Landrum Middle School 
·  Saturday, December 5 at Bartram Trail High School  
·  Saturday, December 12 at Sebastian Middle School 

 
Additionally, vaccinations will be offered to the priority groups at the St. Johns County Health 
Department per the recommendations of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention 
(CDC).  Please see the attached calendar for dates and times of these H1N1 Swine Flu 
Vaccination Activities.  All vaccination clinics are subject to change due to vaccine availability. 
 
St. Johns County Health Department will continue to follow the recommendation of the CDC to 
vaccinate the following priority groups: 
 

·  Pregnant women  
·  Individuals who live with or provide care for infants ages 6 months or younger (e.g., 

parents, siblings, and daycare providers) 
·  Health-care and first responders 
·  Individuals ages 6 months to  24 years of age 
·  Persons ages 25 to 64 years with medical conditions that put them at higher risk for 

influenza-related complications  
 
Additional allotments of the 2009 H1N1 Swine Flu vaccine are anticipated to arrive throughout 
the coming weeks.   Eventually, everyone who wants to be vaccinated will be able to get the 
vaccine.  As more vaccine becomes available, information on when and where the public can 
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get vaccinated will be advertised to the public.  Residents are encouraged to contact their 
private health care provider or pharmacy/retail outlets to see if they will be receiving the 
vaccine.   
 
Dr. Dawn Allicock, Director of the St. Johns County Health Department, offers the following tips 
to avoid spreading the flu:   

·  Cough/sneeze into your elbow, sleeve, or a disposable tissue.  
·  Wash your hands well and often.  
·  Stay home if you are sick (at least 24 hours after fever is gone).  
·  Take time to get vaccinated!  
·  Individuals experiencing cough, fever, and fatigue, possibly along with diarrhea and 

vomiting should contact their healthcare provider.  
 
St. Johns County Health Department continues to work closely with its partners to ensure the 
health and safety of our community and students. St. Johns County Health Department 
continues to monitor the current flu situation and follow the guidance provided by the CDC.  
Currently, the Health Department is working with St. Johns County Sheriff’s office, Fire and 
Rescue, School District, Flagler Hospital, County Emergency Management, and County 
Administration to ensure that the community is well prepared.
