The Florida flu season does not peak until February. Don’t let the flu disrupt your new year. 
Take time to get vaccinated for both H1N1 swine flu and seasonal flu this season!  
 
St. Johns County Health Department continues to offer the 2009 H1N1 Swine Flu Vaccine to all 
individuals that wish to be vaccinated, free of charge, while supplies last.   Due to vaccine 
availability, the schedule for H1N1 Swine Flu Clinic events for the month of January will be 
completed on a week-by-week basis. Additional clinic events will be advertised throughout the 
month. 
 
H1N1 Swine Flu Vaccinations are also offered aboard the Public Health Mobile Center.

Seasonal Flu Vaccine for school age children is also offered, free of charge, Monday through 
Friday from 9am to 4pm, while supplies last. Please note that the clinic is closed for lunch from  
12pm to 1pm.     
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To date, approximately 34,000 doses of the 2009 H1N1 Swine Flu vaccine have been made 
available by the St. Johns County Health Department to the community through Health 
Department clinics as well as through community partners. Additional allotments of vaccine are 
anticipated to arrive throughout the coming weeks.

The Florida Department of Health/St. Johns County Health Department continues its enhanced 
surveillance and outreach to physicians, hospitals, and other health care professionals. The 
surveillance system is in full operation and consists of sentinel physicians reporting influenza 
activity, Florida Department of Health laboratories receiving specimens from physicians and 
hospitals, and the monitoring of emergency room cases. The Florida Department of Health/St. 
Johns County Health Department has activated its response plan and is responding, as 
needed. 
 
The Health Department continues to work with St. Johns County Administration, the Sheriff’s 
Office, County Emergency Management, Fire Rescue, the School District, and Flagler Hospital 
to ensure that our community is well prepared.
